GUIDELINES FOR NOMINATORS

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Bancroft-Mackerras Medal is awarded to an Ordinary member or Fellow of the Australian Society for Parasitology who, in the opinion of a selection committee - appointed by the ASP Council, has made an outstanding contribution to the science of parasitology, particularly in work published during the last 5 years. Nominations are called yearly, but the medal is only presented when a suitable candidate is recognised. The Medal commemorates the contribution of the Bancroft-Mackerras dynasty to the development of the discipline of parasitology in Australia from the 1860s to 1960s. The recipient will deliver an oration at the annual conference of the Society, receive reimbursement of reasonable travel costs to the conference at which the medal is presented and will be a guest of the Society for the duration of the conference. 

Diversity is an essential part of the mission of the Australian Society for Parasitology so nominations of colleagues from gender and culturally diverse backgrounds are encouraged.

Nominations shall be made by two members of the Society, and include a detailed statement of nomination describing the nature of the "outstanding contribution to the science of parasitology" for which the nominee has been responsible, and a curriculum vitae including a list of all publications. Details of the selection process are available in the 2019 ASP Principles By Laws and Guidelines.

Nominations stand only for the year in which they are made, but without prejudice to renomination of unsuccessful candidates in subsequent years.

The citation can be signed jointly by the two nominators, or each may submit a separate statement.

The completed Nomination Form and Nomination Proposal should be saved as a single pdf file and emailed to the ASP Executive Secretary by 30 September in the year preceding the award.

Please list the five best publications from the preceding five years, with a brief annotation for each paper (max. 4 lines) describing its significance. Numbers of citations (including the source – e.g. Scopus or Web of Science) should be given for these 5 publications. 

7. A curriculum vitae, including a list of all publications.
